Troop 338 of Laurel Highlands Council invite you to our 3rd annual Merit Badge University, were the Lion Ambassadors and THON organization will be involved. The Lion Ambassadors is a university wide program which works through the admissions office to encourage knowledge and pride in Penn State. THON is the largest student run philanthropy in the world. It is a year long effort that raises funds and awareness for the fight against pediatric cancer. This event will be held on Saturday November 3, 2012 at the Penn State Greater Allegheny Campus (McKeesport), 4000 University Drive, McKeesport,Pa. 15132.
The purpose of this event is to provide Scouts an opportunity to earn merit badges.  

Merit badge classes are either half day or full day. Each scout can take either one full day class or two half day classes during the duration of Merit Badge University. The list of classes is attached.  Each scout should select the top three classes he would like to take and prioritize these on the registration sheet.

The fee for the program is $10.00 per scout.  Payment is to be mailed with the registration form.  Checks should be made payable to “Boy Scout Troop 338”. Registrations will not be considered without proper payment. 

If we cannot accommodate your requests for merit badges, the designated contact person will be notified by telephone or email. Registrations in these cases will be refunded.

The schedule for November 3rd is as follows:
Check-in will be in the Ostermayer Room from 8:00 am to 8:45 am.  Classes will start at 9:00 am. The Scouts will be escorted to their classes by Penn State students. The Scouts will get a one hour lunch break. The day will end at approximately 4:00 pm, at which time all Scouts will be escorted from their classes to the Ostermayer Room.  
What to bring:
All scouts are expected to bring the following items to Merit Badge University for both days of the program:

- A bag lunch and beverage (Cafeteria may be open)

- Paper and pens/pencils

- Relevant merit badge material and completed prerequisite work

- Blue merit badge cards signed by the Scoutmaster

- Full BSA Field Uniform or Class A Uniform approved by your troop

- Merit Badge Books

What we expect from the Scouts
Scouts are expected to review the requirements for the merit badges they are taking.  All prerequisites must be completed.

Scouts should stay all day.  If there is a special situation in which the scout must arrive late or leave early the scout must come to the Merit Badge Registration desk to be checked in or out by a scoutmaster or parent.

Each troop is required to have two adult volunteers or one adult volunteer for every ten scouts at MBU at all times. Assistance in classes will be requested of these volunteers. Leaders must check in at the registration table.  Troops not providing sufficient supervision will not be permitted to participate in Merit Badge University.

Release forms must be completed for each scout and presented at registration on November 3.  NO scout can participate without a release form.
